Program #1: PTRF Citizens' Watershed Monitoring

The Citizens' Watershed Monitaring Program (CWMP) is & volunteer stream-manitoring program, now in ifs second
year, made possible by a three-year Environmental Enhancement Grant from the Smithfield Foods-NC Atforney
General Agrezment. The CWMP is in coardination with the University of North Caralina-Asheville Volunteer Water
Information Network (VWIN). The purpose of the CWMP is to utilize cifizen voluntesrs fo frack the health of local
streams and creeks in Pitt, Edgecombe, and Nash Counties, fo identify problems that may need correction, and to
faster stewardship of local resources.

Results from the first year of sampling revealed some interesting trends. The main problem poliutant appears to be
nitrogen for both rural and urban stream systems-gither in the form of nitrate-nitrogen or ammonia nifragen. Metals
were found elevated in one wrban stream and in one agricultural stream. After rainstorms, & significant spike in
sediment pollution and fecal canfamination was evident. Biological data indicated that most streams are struggling to
provide a suitable habitat for & diverse aquatic insect population to thrive

Are these natural conditions or the result of pollution? At our November meeting PTRF River Keeper Heather Jacobs
will discuss the findings of the program and will describe the general health of cur local water guality. This promises
fo be an informative program for anyone inferested in our local streams and creeks who would like to become mare
involved.
